She
started her adventure in 2025, and in that autumn was
about half way through, with the yacht over-wintering in
Alaska, having completed the NW Passage. Her aim is to
finish the journey in 2026 via the NE Passage, drawing
attention to the disappearing polar ice caps. She will talk
about the journey, and the mental and physical challenges
she faced, including ice floes, shallow water and fire.

March 10™: Attitude’s Summer in Scotland
Cathy Brown: and her husband Richard cruised and raced
sailing yachts from the East Coast for more than 40 years
before converting to a motorboat — ‘Attitude’ - to enable
them to stay afloat in advancing years. Cathy’s talk recounts
their first big adventure under power — from the River
Orwell they ventured up the East Coast, through the
Caledonian Canal, out into the Western Isles and back again
—and the new challenges it brought.
